JUNE 7, 2010 MEETING MINUTES

The meeting was called to order by President Krueger at 6:30 P.M. 
 
I. Roll Call

IV.  Consideration of Minutes:  May 17, 2010 – Regular Meeting 
 
It was moved by Trustee Oates and seconded by Trustee Schilz to approve the minutes of the May 17, 
2010 regular meeting. The motion carried unanimously.

VI.  New Business 
 

A) Eco Friendly Presentation 
 
Matt Janecke gave a brief introduction to the topic and also introduced the speaker. 
 
Sherrie Gruder, from the University of Wisconsin Extension Office, gave a presentation about “Eco-
Municipalities” and the goals and objectives of participating in the program. 
 
Trustee Oates asked for additional information about the natural step process.  Ms. Gruder discussed the 
Swedish doctor who created the idea of “Eco-Municipalities” and the experiences of the City of Madison. 
 
Trustee Oates also inquired about the costs involved with participating in the program.  Ms. Gruder 
indicated that the cost would depend on the amount of participation and the number of projects completed 
by the Village. 
 
Trustee Weddle-Henning inquired about energy independent communities.  Ms. Gruder discussed how 
several Waukesha County communities are using grant money to develop a plan. 
 
Trustee Baker asked if there was grant money available for implementation.  Ms. Gruder touched on the 
Focus on Energy program. 
 
Mr. Thyes noted that the Eco-Municipality topic is also noted in the Village’s recently adopted 
Comprehensive Plan. 
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B) Liquor License Applications for 2010-2011 
 
Jill Kenda-Lubetski, Deputy Clerk, presented the applicants and background information pertaining to the 
2010-2011 Liquor Licenses. 
 
Trustee Springman inquired about the ownership of Terri Lynn’s on Bradley.  Ms. Lubetski clarified the 
leasehold arrangement on the site. 
 
Trustee Oates inquired about Beloit Beverage.  Ms. Lubetski noted that Beloit Beverage still has a 
minimal amount of operations on-site and that the company wished to maintain their license should the 
facility be used in the future. 
 
Trustee Schilz inquired about Parkview Pub.  Ms. Lubetski noted that the Police Department had nothing 
to report on this property at this time. 
 
Ms. Lubetski noted that she would report back to the Board about the status of two applicants that owed 
balances on their water bills. 
 
It was moved by Village President Krueger and seconded by Trustee Springman to approve the Liquor 
License Application for 2010-2011 and to hold the licenses of those applicants who owed balances on 
their utility bills.  The motion carried unanimously. 
 

C) Resolution No. 10-, “Approval of and Submittal of the CMAR Report for the activities 
of 2009” 

 
Larry Neitzel, Superintendent of Public Works, gave a presentation about the CMAR report and the 
necessary resolution. 
 
Village President Krueger inquired about the expenditures pertaining to the sanitary sewer system.  Mr. 
Neitzel discussed the Capital Improvement Plan as well as the maintenance schedule set forth in the 
sanitary sewer plan. 
 
Trustee Oates asked about the smoke test and televising procedures.  Mr. Neitzel discussed both 
procedures and when they are utilized. 
 
Trustee Weddle-Henning asked about the grading results.  Mr. Neitzel noted that the results were due to 
the events that occurred during the large rain storm last year. 
 
Trustee Boschert asked about the funding for the sewer projects.  Mr. Neitzel noted that they are funded 
through the utility.   
 
It was moved by Village President Krueger and seconded by Trustee Weddle-Henning to adopt 
Resolution No. 10-, “Approval of and Submittal of the CMAR Report for the activities of 2009”.  The 
motion carried unanimously. 
 

D) 2010 Swim Lesson Program 
 
Chad Hoier, Park and Recreation Director, discussed the changes to the 2010 swim lesson program due to 
the maintenance problems at the Brown Deer High School pool. 
 
Trustee Boschert asked if there were other North Shore community facilities that could be used.  Mr. 
Hoier indicated that he attempted to keep the lessons within Brown Deer, if possible. 
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Trustee Oates asked if the lesson schedule would have any effects on regular pond traffic.  Mr. Hoier 
discussed the pond operations 
 
Trustee Weddle-Henning asked how the swimming lessons came to be held at the high school.  Mr. Hoier 
indicated that the move was made back in the 1980’s. 
 
A brief discussed ensued regarding how adverse weather would impact the lessons schedule. 
 
Trustee Schilz asked about the economic impact of the change.  Mr. Hoier indicated that registration 
period is not yet complete; therefore, a final impact cannot yet be determined. 
 
Trustee Baker asked if there would be extra staff due to the lessons being held in the pond.  Mr. Hoier 
indicated that he plans on having an extra guard on duty for the lessons. 
 

E) Waiving of the 4th of July Concession Vendor Peddler and Food License Fees 
 
Chad Hoier, Park and Recreation Director, discussed the application and the request from the 4th of July 
Committee to waive the fees. 
 
Mr. Thyes noted that while it has been a historical practice to waive the fees for the 4th of July permits 
and licenses, it may not be a sound policy decision. 
 
It was moved by Trustee Weddle-Henning and seconded by Trustee Springman to approve the 4th of July 
Vendor Peddler and Food License and Permit Applications and to waive the associated fees.  The motion 
carried unanimously. 
 

F) Consideration of 4th of July License and Permit Applications and Waiving of the 
Village of Brown Deer License and Permit Fees 

 
Mr. Hoier reviewed the background information for the Board. 
 
It was moved by Village President Krueger and seconded by Trustee Weddle-Henning to approve the 4th 
of July License and Permit Applications and to waive the associated fees.  The motion carried 
unanimously. 
 
VII.  Committee Appointments 
 
It was moved by Village President Krueger and seconded by Trustee Oates to re-appoint: Janet Ferrici to 
the Beautification Committee and Tom Touraugeau to the Board of Appeals.  The motion carried 
unanimously.

Trustee Oates asked about the types of vehicles that Badger Meter will be using.  Mr. Thyes noted that the 
vehicles will have Badger Meter logos on them. 
 
Trustee Weddle-Henning asked about the Village’s attendance at an upcoming Brown Deer Road study 
meeting.  Mr. Piotrowski noted that Village staff had already attended a government specific meeting; 
whereas, the event that is scheduled was geared more towards residents. 
 
Trustee Weddle-Henning asked for an informational report about the Brown Deer Road meetings as well 
as an update regarding the pending “Smoke-Free” Legislation set to take effect in July. 
 
Trustee Springman inquired about the CITGO station.  Mr. Thyes provided an update. 
 
There was a brief discussion about the scheduled open-house on the Jewish Family Services site.
