This training demonstratpsoactive action on the part of North Shore
emergency response agencies towards developingpdily to work together in times of significant
events and disasters.

In 2007 the Support Services Division was succéssfobtaining a $15,800.00 grant through the @ffic
of Justice Assistance for the installation of thesénsin Justice Information Sharing System, WIJIS.
This system allows the Brown Deer Police Departnieshare suspect information and reports with
other agencies, as well as allowing us to retrldeeinformation from other agencies in a timelymmar.
The information that is shared is also much motaildel than in the past. The department also
purchased a SUV to be used by the supervisors dhsknwe as the department’s mobile command post
during critical incidents.

The continued support by the Village Manager, elécifficials, the Brown Deer Police Commission and
the community, has enabled the Brown Deer Poligeaiment to effectively and efficiently police the

Village of Brown Deer. It has been my pleasurevtowk with the citizens of Brown Deer during the yea
2007 and the department looks forward to continagkimg with the community in the year 2008.

CHILD PASSENGER SAFETY SEAT CHECK PROGRAM

Has my child’s car seat been recalled? Why doesg'tcar seat stay tight in the car?
When can | turn my baby’s car seat around to faogdad? Can my child sit in the front
seat if there is an airbag there? Are booster seally worth the money?

These are some of the questions that Desk Offieavria Hollingshead can answer for
citizens here at the Brown Deer Police Departm@ficer Hollingshead is a certified
Child Passenger Safety Seat Technician and cart agsiens in fitting and inspecting
child passenger safety seats upon making an appointment.

Previous Child Safety Seat Inspections

Results from previous safety seat checks have shbatrfour out of fivecar seats are
used incorrectly. During the past twelve months, ¢hild passenger safety technician at
the Brown Deer Police Department has checked o@eclbld restraint systems (car
seats) and onlywo out of all these have been installed or used ctiyteThat is over
96% of safety seats that were not performing properly.

The most common error parents, grandparents andicare make is not putting the seat
in tight enough. If there is more thane inchof movement at the belt path (where the
seatbelt or latch strap travel), then the seatséedthe tightened more. The second most
common mistake is for rear-facing infant seats éoabthe wrong recline. This is often
easily corrected with just a simple cut off pieceacgwimming pool noodle placed in the
bight (where the seat back and seat come together) séé#te

The other highly stressed point of information tlsapassed on to all who come in for

seat checks is the importance of booster seatshitniren ages four to eight. Children in

this age range are allowed by law to ride with ohly $eatbelt to secure them. But they

are not big enough to be safely restrained in cdsecrash. The child can slip out from
under the seatbelt and be tossed around the vehicle. Booster seats help lift the child up
and keep the safety belt properly aligned across their chest in case of a crash.

Remember to Follow Four Steps for Kids

As children grow, the way they sit in your car,ckuvan or SUV needs to change. For
maximum child passenger safety, parents and camsgsh®uld remember to follow the
Four Steps for Kids

1. Use rear-facing infant seats in the back seat froti tm at least one year
of age and at least 20 pounds.

2. Use forward-facing toddler seats in the back seat &ige one and 20
pounds to about age four and 40 pounds.

3. Use booster seats in the back seat from aboudbagéo at least age eight
unless the child is 4 feet 9 inches or taller.



4. Use safety belts in the back seat at age eightler ol taller than 4 feet 9
inches. All children age 12 or younger should iidéhe back seat

Car seat checks are performed free of charge taesldents of Brown Deer and
surrounding communities. Just call the police depant and schedule an appointment
with the child passenger safety technician and ilmgvto learn.

In October 2004, Officer Daniel J. Hansen was sent tohN@atrolina to Southern Police
Canine to begin the bonding and training process with the Brown Deer Police
Department’s fifth K-9, a Dutch Shepard imported fromlatad, named Justis. For six
weeks Officer Hansen and Justis trained together day and night in Narcotics Detection,
Criminal Apprehension, Officer Protection, Evidence Retrieval and Tracking.

Justis lives year round with Officer Hansen atresdence and rides to and from work
with Officer Hansen. Justis only gets four cups of food a day and does not receive any
type of human food or dog treats. Justis does not play wghdes, tennis balls or any
other animal toys as well as other dogs. Justis is staatlgrk tool for the Village of

Brown Deer. Justis works for and is rewarded when he dag¢eodor of a controlled
substance and the human scent of a fleeing or hislaggrect.

the odor of a controlled substance on a vehicle taglystopped for a traffic violation.

K-9 Justis indicated at the driver side door for the odor of a controlled substance. An
interior search of the vehicle revealed two empty plastic baggies dogtaitrace

amount of a white powder substance and a shortened straw consistent with cocaine use.
A test of the white powder substance came backipegor cocaine.
