New Bike Paths Planned for 2008
The Milwaukee County Parks Department is moving ahead with plans to
construct new segments of the Oak Leaf bicycle trail through the Village of
Brown Deer. The proposed segments will help to connect Brown Deer Park
with AC Hanson Park and eventually the new Milwaukee County Kohl Park
located just west of Village boundaries. The new trail segments will also join
with the existing Brown Deer Recreational Trail and the larger Ozaukee
Interurban Trail. Preliminary designs have paved off road portions of the trail
following the We Energies right of way as it heads north from Brown Deer
Park to Brown Deer Road. The trail is then proposed to follow Beaver Creek
west through Village Park with additional on road sections connecting to AC
Hanson Park. All off road sections of the trail are designed to be fully handi-
cap accessible and to allow for patrol by the Brown Deer Police Department.

Review of the trail design and location is scheduled for the regular April
meetings of the Plan Commission and Village Board. The trail is being fund-
ed through a grant from the Wisconsin Department of Transportation.

2008 Village Construction Projects
The Village and Water Utility have collaborated on relaying
about 3,700 feet of old, deteriorated watermain on the follow-
ing streets:

1.) W. Donna Drive N. 48th St. to N. 50th Street
3.) W. Wabash Avenue N. 50th St. to N. 51st Street
4.) W. Wahner Avenue N. 51st St. to N. 56th Street
5.) N. 50th Street W. Dean Rd. to W. Terry Avenue

The watermain relay project is scheduled to take place in April
and May, 2008.

Following that construction, the same streets are scheduled
to be repaved during the summer of 2008. Added to the
street repaving list only (without watermain relay) are:
N. Ivy Street, from N. 67th Street toN. Edge OÕWoods Drive,
N. 51st Street East Side Service Drive from W. Wabash Avenue
north to the end, and N. 67th Street, from W. Bradley Road to
W. Dean Road

Radon Tests Available
Are you wondering about the presence of radon in your
home?  Radon is an odorless invisible gas present in some soil
and rock. It may be present anywhere, but you and your fami-
ly are most likely to get your greatest exposure at home,
where you spend most of your time. When you breathe air
containing high levels of radon, you are at risk for lung cancer.
If you smoke and your home has high radon levels, your risk
of lung cancer is especially high. You can get an accurate
radon test kit from the Health Department for $5. Please call
us at 371-2980 for more information.



I would like to share with you some of my
views and thoughts since I have recently
completed my 10 years of service to the
Brown Deer community. I would like to
thank all of you for your support and
want to assure you that it has been a
rewarding 10 years of service and that it
has been a pleasure serving you for all of

this time. I hope to be able to continue for years to come.

In thinking back, it is really amazing how many things have
changed during the last 10 years. The Market Place Shopping
area was expanded. Donges Woods and Pebblebrook Estates
subdivisions were added. Bradley Road Shopping Center has
experienced many changes and is now undergoing a signifi-
cant change. Algonquin Manor was constructed. Algonquin
School was closed. Two hotels were constructed and a third
is under construction. A grocery store on Brown Deer Road
changed hands several times, was closed and then torn down
to make room for LoweÕs Home Improvement Store.
Continental Savings Bank Building burned down and a new
facility was built. And the Village built a new building at the
Village Pond.

In addition to the changes that have occurred, more changes
are in the works. Soon a new Walgreens will be constructed
on Brown Deer Road. Tri City Bank is in the process of open-
ing a new facility. The Village is working with Milwaukee
County to expand the Bicycle/Recreational Trail expansion. A
new office building is under construction in the Original
Village area. And by the end of April a new corporation will be
announced at the vacant building at 5100 West Brown Deer
Road.

During the last 10 years, several important staff positions also
experienced changes.

Changes are often viewed differently by people and can bring
varied emotions. Sometimes change can cause fear, other
times it offers excitement. Hopefully when changes occur, it
is viewed as a positive development.

However, there are some people who donÕt like change.
Some people find comfort in familiarity. In my profession,
there is an acronym for these people. They are called CAVE
people. CAVE stands for Citizens Against Virtually Everything.
These people oppose everything. No matter how lean the
budget is, it is overly inflated, No matter what the size of the
bond issue is, it is too large. Progress is viewed as an intru-
sion. And no matter how much public debate occurs on an
issue, the matter is predetermined.

I am extremely grateful that, for the most part, CAVE people
donÕt exist in Brown Deer. However, people have expressed a
general interest and concern that changes do occur to make
something better. Recently two changes occurred that drew
significant interest, one was a change in the waste hauling
contractor, the other a change in election locations.

The Village contracts with a private firm to provide waste and
recycling collection services. The contract expired at the end
of 2007 and the Village sent out requests for proposals. The
initial request provided a low bid which would result in an
increase to the fee by over 14%. The Village worked with the
contractor and reduced the increase to ÒonlyÓan increase of
over 6%. In order to get only a 6% increase the Village had to
switch contractors and the time it took to negotiate the
change left staff with little time to announce the change. In
addition, the change also occurred at the end of the year and
during the holiday season which added to the stress in mak-
ing the change. In the long run citizens should expect similar
service delivery. The change in contractors also included a
change to single stream recycling which will occur in April.
See additional information in this newsletter.

The other change was a change in polling locations.There
were two changes, one was due to the closing of Algonquin
School, the other was necessitated by a need for more space.
The number of people voting at the Village Hall is more than
other locations. This often caused long lines to extend out-
side Village Hall front doors. Therefore, we looked at other
alternatives.

In both changes the best alternative were community rooms
at local places of worship. Initially, this created concern from
some residents. Brown Deer is not the first community to use
these types of spaces for polling locations and in the end,
both locations worked well even though there were some
minor challenges.

I hope everyone keeps an open mind as Brown Deer contin-
ues to change. To help us provide a framework to manage
these changes, the Village is currently going through a com-
prehensive planning process. This process is also discussed in
the newsletter. I look at change as something that is invigor-
ating and exciting. It makes working in Brown Deer a reward-
ing and enjoyable place to be. As staff, we are committed to
provide you the services you want in a cost effective manner.
Please take the time and make the commitment to stay
involved in your community.

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As Spring Approaches
As Spring approaches, so does the thought of Spring clean
up, getting lawn mowers, grills, and bicycles ready for warmer
temperatures. The North Shore Fire Department would like to
remind you of the following ÒSpring TipsÓ:

¥Try to reduce and eliminate clutter and unused items. The
basement, attic, and garage are popular spots for accumu-
lating items. These are also common areas in which fires
originate due to items being placed too close to electric and
gas appliances.

¥Limit the amount of gas that you store. Keep gasoline and
other flammable liquids in approved containers and away
from ignition sources.

¥Take old paint, varnishes, and other chemicals to an appro-
priate chemical drop off site.

¥Clean out the lint trap and vent pipe on your clothes dryer.
¥Make sure your address is clearly visible on your mailbox.

Also, is your address clearly marked and visible on your
home from the street. If not, get a yard marker.

¥Change the battery in your smoke detector if you have not
changed it in the last year.

¥Replace the detector if it is greater than 10 years old or
unknown.

¥Test your smoke detector monthly by pressing the ÒtestÓ
button.

¥Every home should have a carbon monoxide detector in
addition to smoke detectors.

¥Discuss, practice, and evaluate a fire escape plan with your
family.

Grilling Safety
In 1999, gas and charcoal grills caused 1,500 structure fires
and 4,200 outdoor fires in or on home properties, resulting in
a combined direct property loss of $29.8 million.

The following safety tips will help you and your family enjoy a
safe, memorable grilling season É

¥Position the grill well away from siding, deck railings and out
from under eaves and overhanging branches.

¥Place the grill a safe distance from lawn games, play areas
and foot traffic.

¥Keep children and pets away from the grill area: declare a
three-foot Òsafe zoneÓaround the grill.

¥Put out several long-handled grilling tools to give the chef
plenty of clearance from heat and flames when flipping
burgers.

¥Periodically remove grease or fat buildup in trays below grill
so it cannot be ignited by a hot grill.

¥Grill should be positioned 10 ft from roadway and build-
ing/house structures.

¥Do not grill underneath tarps or tents.

Gas Grills 
Check the gas cylinder hose for leaks before using it for the

first time each year. A light soap and water solution applied
to the hose will quickly reveal escaping propane by releasing
bubbles. If you determine your grill has a gas leak,by smell or
the soapy bubble test, and there is no flame:

¥Turn off the gas tank and grill.
¥If the leak stops, get the grill serviced by a professional

before using it again.
¥If the leak does not stop, call the fire department.

¥If you smell gas while cooking, immediately get away from
the grill and call the fire department. Do not attempt to
move the grill.

¥All gas cylinders manufactured after April 2002 must have
overfill protection devices (OPD). OPDs shut off the flow of
gas before capacity is reached, limiting the potential for
release of propane gas if the cylinder heats up. OPDs are
easily identified by their triangular-shaped hand wheel.

¥Use only equipment bearing the mark of an independent
testing laboratory. Follow the manufacturersÕ instructions on
how to set up the grill and maintain it.

¥Never store propane gas cylinders in buildings or garages. If
you store a gas grill inside during the winter, disconnect the
cylinder and leave it outside.

¥When using a gas cylinder larger than 20 lbs chain it to
something stable to prevent it from tipping over.

Charcoal Grilling
¥If you are using fluid to start a charcoal grill, use only fluid

intended for this purpose. It is extremely dangerous to sub-
stitute any other combustible liquid to start the coals. This
is especially true for gasoline, which can be ignited explo-
sively by even a tiny spark.

¥Apply starter fluid directly to the coals, then reseal and put
away the can. Light the coals carefully, avoiding the flame
flare-up. Store the can out of reach of children an away
from heat sources.

¥When youÕve finished cooking, keep an eye on the grill until
it has completely cooled. Charcoal can be soaked with
water to speed the cooling process, but use extreme cau-
tion to avoid the steam and splatters, which can cause
burns.

Propane and charcoal BBQ grills must only be used outdoors.
If used indoors, or in any enclosed spaces, such as tents, they
pose both a fire hazard and the risk of exposing occupants to
toxic gases and potential asphyxiation.

Grilling on decks and patios poses a fire hazard. The follow-
ing NFPA code 10.11.7 applies to and is enforced in the North
Shore Communities É
For other than one-and two-family dwellings, no hibachi,
gas-fired grill, charcoal grill, or other similar devices used for
cooking, heating, or any other purpose, shall be used or 
kindled on any balcony or under any overhanging portion or
within 10 ft (3 m) of any structure. Listed electric ranges,
grills, or similar electrical apparatus shall be permitted.

ÒListedÓ in this code refers to items that have been approved
by Underwriters Laboratories (UL.)  This may be indicated on
an item by the presence of a UL sticker or may be indicated in
the appliance manual. If you are uncertain whether or not an
appliance is UL approved, please contact the manufacturer or
Underwriters Laboratories.

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A Curfew Reminder From the Brown
Deer Police Department
As the temperature gets warmer, everyone will want to be out-
side enjoying the weather. We would like to remind our resi-
dents under the age of 18 and their parents of the Village of
Brown Deer Curfew Ordinance. Curfew hours are from 11:00
PM through 6:00 AM of each day and are in effect for minors
under the age of 18.

ÒIt shall be unlawful for a minor, during curfew hours, to
remain in or upon any public place within the village, to
remain in any motor vehicle operating or parked therein or
thereon, or to remain in or upon the premises of any establish-
ment within the village, unless:

¥The minor is accompanied by a parent; or
¥The minor is involved in an emergency; or
¥The minor is engaged in an employment activity, or is

going to or returning home from such activity, without
detour or stop; or

¥The minor is on the sidewalk directly abutting a place
where he/she resides; or

¥The minor is attending an activity sponsored by a school,
religious or civic organization, which is supervised by
adults, and/or the minor is going to or returning from such
an activity without detour or stop; or

¥The minor is on an errand at the direction of a parent, and
has in his/her possession a written stateement signed by
the parent including the following information: name, sig-
nature, address and telephone number of the parent
authorizing the errand, where the parent can be reached
during the errand, name of the minor, brief description of
the errand, minorÕs destination(s) and date and hours the
minor is authorized to engage in the errand; or 

¥The minor, with parentÕs knowledge and consent, is
involved in interstate travel through, or beginning,or ter-
minating in the village.

Helping Us Help Keep You Safe …
Reporting Suspicious Activity
To function effectively, the Brown Deer Police Department
needs the assistance of responsible citizens. We depend on
you to call the Brown Deer Police Department immediately to
tell us whenever you observe any suspicious persons or activi-
ty. If you feel that you may be ÒbotheringÓthe Department by
making these calls, donÕt worry, as we are here to serve you
and welcome information and calls about your concerns.
Even if your reported suspicions prove unfounded, think about
what could happen if you donÕt act and the concern was legiti-
mate. Some examples of activity to report: A stranger entering
your neighborÕs house or apartment when you believe it is
unoccupied.
¥Screaming or loud arguing, heard anywhere.

¥ Offers of merchandise at ridiculously low prices.
¥Anyone removing accessories, license plates or gasoline from

a vehicle, or a car 
¥Anyone peering into parked cars, this person may be looking

for a vehicle to steal or for valuables left in the car.
¥Persons entering or leaving a business place after hours,

heavy human traffic in/out of a residence, or loitering outside
buildings.

¥The sound of breaking glass or any other loud explosive nois-
es could mean an accident occurred, if you see broken win-
dows/doors.

¥Unfamiliar persons loitering around schools, parks, secluded
areas or in the neighborhood who you believe do not live in
the area.

¥Any vehicle moving slowly and without lights, or following a
course that appears aimless or repetitive is suspicious in any
location.

¥Abandoned or parked occupied vehicles containing one or
more persons are especially significant if observed at an
unusual hour, or persons who appear to being forced into a
vehicle.

¥Vehicles being loaded with valuables are suspicious if parked
in front of a closed business or untended residence even if
the vehicle is a legitimate looking commercial unit.

¥Persons who appear to be conducting ÒbusinessÓtransactions
from a vehicle.

¥Persons exhibiting any sign of what you consider to be
ÒunusualÓbehavior

Not every stranger who comes into your neighborhood is a
criminal by any means. There are many perfectly legitimate
door-to-door sales, repairmen and servicemen moving around
your neighborhood all the time. But criminals can pose as
legitimate business representatives, so make sure people pre-
senting themselves at your door have appropriate identifica-
tion with them.

In addition to reporting activity, you can also help by making
sure responding emergency personnel can get to your loca-

tion quickly by having your home or business address visible
to officers from the roadway. Either front lighting or illuminat-
ed numbers and clear address markers on your mailbox greatly
assist officers in getting to your home in case of  emergencies.

To report suspicious activity if an emergency, call 911. The
Brown Deer Police DepartmentÕs non-emergency line is 414-

for your destination?
If you are planning an international trip, you should make sure
you have all the recommended immunizations before your
departure.

Travel immunizations available at the Health Department
include:

Hepatitis A 2 doses $35/dose
Hepatitis B 3 doses $35/dose
Polio Booster $35 adult
Tetanus Booster $15 adult

Bike Rodeo

On Saturday, June 7th, 2008, the Brown Deer Police
Department will be holding a Bicycle Rodeo. The Rodeo will
be located at the Brown Deer Village Hall parking lot, 4800
West Green Brook Drive from 9:00 A.M. to 12:00 P.M. This
event is open to riders of all ages. Parents are encouraged to
attend along with their children.

Participants will have an opportunity to register their bicycles
and navigate an obstacle course that is geared to make
everyone think about safety and to build confidence when
riding their bikes, while having fun at the same time.
Instruction will also be provided on proper and safe riding
habits. In addition, a Wheel and Sprocket mechanic will be
present to perform FREE bicycle inspections.

FREE bicycle helmets will be given away to children, on an as-
needed basis. Bicycle helmets will be required for those who
choose to perform the obstacle course. Each participant will
also receive bicycle safety handouts and prizes, which are
donated by area businesses. Participants will also be eligible
for a drawing to win various prizes donated by businesses in
the community.

Police Department Reminder:
Posting of Signs
With the Spring and Summer months quickly approaching us,
the Brown Deer Police Department would like to remind resi-
dents of the ordinances that regulate the posting of signs and
advertisements throughout the Village. These postings may
include, but are not limited to rummage sale signs, open
house signs, and real estate signs.

Under Village Ordinance VL1-6-12, signs may not be attached
to any utility pole without first obtaining written permission
from the utility company. A copy of the written permission
shall then be filed with the Village ClerkÕs Office and/or Police
Department. Utility poles include, but are not limited to
streetlights, traffic light poles, telephone poles, and traffic sign
poles.

Village Ordinance VL1-6-2.20 prohibits the posting of any
signs on public property without first obtaining permission
from the Village Board. Public property includes the area
directly adjacent to any road, frontage road, shoulder, median,
intersection, sidewalk, or next to any traffic sign or traffic light
poles. This includes signs posted in front of a residentÕs house
that is directly next to or touching the road. Typically, a dis-
tance greater than 15 feet from the shoulder of the roadway
or on the opposite side of a ditch or culvert area is an accept-
able distance to place a sign. This assists in ensuring the safe-
ty of motorists and pedestrians. In addition, signs may not be
posted on private property without first obtaining written
permission from the property owner. A copy of this permis-
sion then needs to be filed with the Village ClerkÕs Office
and/or Police Department. The same distance guideline
would also apply for signs posted on private property.

Signs may also not be placed on or affixed to vehicles and/or
trailers, which are parked on a public right of way,public
property, or private property to as to be visible from a public
right of way.

Any signs found posted in violation of the local ordinances
will be returned to the owner. It will be the responsibility of
the resident who posted the sign(s) to immediately collect all
remaining signs that had not been located or returned by the
police department, which are posted in violation of the
Village Ordinance.

Additional restrictions can also be located under the Brown
Deer Zoning Code Section 8-8.07 Vol. II. If you have any ques-
tions regarding the sign ordinance, please feel free to contact
the Police Department at 371-2900 or the Village Hall at 371-
3000.

THE RECYCLING CENTER SPRING/SUMMER
HOURS BEGIN TUESDAY APRIL 1, 2008.

How to Prepare Your Yard Waste for Collection
¥ Yard waste and leaves shall be placed in one or more SEALED PAPER

YARD WASTE BAGS, or 30 gallon containers, clearly marked Òyard
waste,Ówith a sealed fitting cover.

¥ Brush placed at the curbside shall be bundled and tied in lengths
no longer than FIVE (5) feet with cut ends in the same direction, and
no more than 50 lbs. in weight.

¥ Any trunks or branches in excess of 6 inches in diameter shall be taken
to the recycling center (or have your contractor be responsible for
removing the material).

¥ Yard waste can also be taken to the Recycling Center during open
hours. Brush DOES NOT have to be bundled when taken to the
Recycling Center.

¥ Green grass clippings areNOT acceptedcurbside or at the Recycling
Center. Consider mulching/composting.

Condition of Village Streets
Obviously WisconsinÕs ÒsincereÓwinter has taken a heavy toll
on many local roads. The VillageÕs streets, for the most part,
have fared better than some communities. The Village does a
complete inventory of all street segments every other year for
local planning use, and also submits the results to the
Wisconsin Information System for Local Roads (WISLR), an
Internet-accessible system that helps local governments and
WisDOT manage local road data to improve decision-making,
and to meet state statute requirements. WISLR combines
local road data with interactive mapping functionality. The
result is an innovative system that allows communities to dis-
play and analyze their data in a tabular format, on a map, or
both.

Due to the adverse winter conditions, the Village Engineering
Department will assess the street 
system out of sequence later this year, use WISLRÕs analytical
tools to determine the results, and present the outcome to
the Village Board prior to budget time. The Village historically
has kept the overall street system rating from about 7.0 to 7.5
out of a 10 scale, which is considered from ÒgoodÓto Òvery
goodÓ. Our local road infrastructure is vital to residents and
the economy. We all depend on our local roads to safely
transport us to our destinations each day. In order to sustain
this vital asset, responsible stewardship of local roads is nec-
essary, and a thorough assessment following this winterÕs
onslaught will help meet those stewardship responsibilities.

New Vaccine Requirements 
for Students
Starting with the 2008-09 school year, there are new vaccine
requirements for students:

¥ 1 dose of Tdap (tetanus, diphtheria and acellular pertussis)
vaccine for students entering  grades 6, 9, and 12.

¥ A second dose of varicella (chickenpox) vaccine for stu-
dents entering grades K5, 6 and 12.

From 1986 through 2004, Wisconsin had the 5th highest rate
of pertussis (whooping cough) in the nation with almost 5,000
cases being reported in 2004 alone. Pertussis  outbreaks occur
because protection declines 5-10 years after completion of
childhood DTP/DTaP vaccinations. Tdap is a new vaccine that
is recommended for adolescents and is anticipated to help
prevent pertussis from occurring, including pertussis out-
breaks in schools. Pertussis can place a significant burden on
children and parents as a person with pertussis must be isolat-
ed for a minimum of 5 days of antibiotic treatment.

Two doses of varicella vaccine have been shown to be more
effective than one dose in preventing Òbreakthrough diseaseÓ
cases of chickenpox in children of all age groups.

These vaccines are available free at the Health Department
clinics listed below.
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ABOUT BROWN DEERÕS WATER
Brown Deer purchases its water from the City of Milwaukee.
The source of our drinking water is Lake Michigan. It is treated
at the Linnwood Water Treatment Plant. Water travels through
a network of 65 miles of underground mains to your home.
Although we purchase our water wholesale from Milwaukee,
the Brown Deer Water Utility controls its distribution once it
enters Brown Deer.

Lake Michigan is a surface water source. Contaminants would
be expected in untreated surface water. As water flows
through rivers, lakes and over land, naturally occurring sub-
stances dissolve in the water. Animal and/or human activities
can also affect the water. These substances are called contami-
nants. Surface water sources may be highly susceptible to con-
taminants. Contaminants that might be expected in untreated
water include: inorganic contaminants, such as salts and met-
als; biological contaminants, such as viruses, protozoa and bac-
teria; organic chemicals from industrial or petroleum use; pesti-
cides and herbicides; and radioactive materials.

Drinking water, including bottled water, may reasonably be
expected to contain at least small amounts of some contami-
nants. The presence of contaminants does not necessarily indi-
cate that water poses a health risk. Milwaukee Water Works
(MWW) aggressively tests and monitors its drinking water in an
effort to protect public health. MWW provides drinking water
of the finest quality to 823,000 people in 14 communities.
Their water meets standards more stringent than federal and
state water quality requirements.

CRYPTOSPORIDIUM
Cryptosporidium is a microscopic protozoan that, when ingest-
ed, can result in diarrhea, fever, and other gastrointestinal
symptoms. The Milwaukee Health Department and the
Milwaukee Water Works have tested both raw and treated
drinking water for Cryptosporidium since 1993. The organism
is found in many surface water sources and comes from animal
wastes in the watershed. Cryptosporidium is eliminated by an
effective treatment combination including ozonation, coagula-
tion, sedimentation, filtration and disinfection.

LEAD AND COPPER
Brown Deer has no lead mains or service lines, which helps
protect Village residents from a possible source of lead con-
tamination. Corrosion of home plumbing causes lead and cop-
per to enter the drinking water. Since 1995, none of the homes
sampled in Brown Deer has tested above the action level of 15
parts per billion of lead and 1300 parts per billion of copper.

Infants and young children are typically more vulnerable to the
effects of lead and copper in drinking water. Flush your faucet
for at least 30 seconds before using tap water to help reduce
lead and copper that may have entered water standing in your
plumbing. If you are concerned about elevated lead and cop-
per levels in your homeÕs water you may wish to have your
water tested by a local certified lab. Additional information is
available from the Safe Drinking Water Hotline (800) 426-4791
In addition to Lead and Copper sampling, the Brown Deer
Water Utility also takes several monthly water samples to check
chlorine levels and check for the presence of bacteria.

IMMUNO-COMPROMISED PERSONS
Some people may be more vulnerable to contaminants in
drinking water than the general population. Immuno-compro-
mised persons, such as persons undergoing chemotherapy,
persons who have undergone organ transplants, people with
HIV/AIDS or other immune system disorders, some elderly per-
sons and infants can be particularly at risk from infections.
These people should seek advice about drinking water from
their healthcare providers. The United States Environmental
Protection Agency and Center for Disease Control guidelines
on appropriate means to lessen the risk of infection by
Cryptosporidium are available from the USEPAÕs Safe Drinking
Water Hotline at (800) 426-4791.

BOOSTER STATION
Brown Deer installed a booster disinfection station in 2004.
Chlorine levels are at approximately 1.0 part per million when
water enters Brown Deer. However, these levels can dissipate,
especially when Lake Michigan water warms up. The new sta-
tion allows us to maintain chlorine levels in the water we pur-
chase from Milwaukee.

HYDRANT FLUSHING
The Utility will once again be flushing hydrants in 2008. Called
Òuni-directional flushingÓ, it involves operating system valves, in
addition to the fire hydrants. The process helps clean mains
and brings fresher water into the neighborhood. We will start
the ÒBig FlushÓearly this summer. After you see us in your area
you may want to clean your private water lateral and plumbing
by flushing all plumbing fixtures, cleaning faucet screens and
inspecting your plumbing for leaks.

Rummage Sale Sign Guidelines
Section 8-8.07 Vol. II Brown Deer Zoning Code

The following criteria must be followed when displaying
rummage sale signs:

¥Residential sale signs may be displayed provided that no
person shall attach posters, notices or advertisements to
utility poles, meter posts or public trees.

¥No signs shall be placed in any street right of way.**  

¥No person shall place any notice upon any building,wall,
fence, or other property of another person without written
permission. Said written permission shall be filled with the
Village ManagerÕs office.

¥No residential sale signs shall be placed on or affixed to vehi-
cles and/or trailers, which are parked on a public right of
way, public property, or private property so as to be visible
from a public right of way.

¥No sign shall be more than ten (10) square feet in gross sur-
face area and a maximum of five (5) feet in height.

¥Residential sale signs shall be setback a minimum of five (5)
feet from any lot line.

¥Residential sale signs are not allowed on commercial 
property.

¥The maximum time limit for all residential sale signs is three
(3) consecutive days and nine (9) cumulative days in a one
(1) year period.

¥Illumination of a temporary residential sale sign is not
allowed.

¥Any residential sale sign that does not adhere to the provi-
sions herein shall be considered in violation and declared to
be a nuisance. Reasonable efforts shall be made to contact
the owner of the sign. If the owner of the sign is contacted
they shall remove the sign immediately. If contact with the
sign owner is unsuccessful the sign shall be removed and
held by the enforcement authority for a period of seventy-
two (72) hours, after which it shall be disposed.

** As a general rule to avoid placing signs in the right of way,
a rummage sale sign should be placed behind the sidewalk or
drainage ditch.
