As a result of the upcoming combined North Shore Dispatch Center, the Brown Deer
Police Department will no longer be accepting phone calls for overnight parking requests.
Effective December 1, 2011, this will be done electronically. Please see the attached flier
for details, along with the QR Code (Quick Reference Code). After scanning the QR
code with your smart phone (and application) you will be directed to the appropriate area
on the website to enter requests for overnight parking. Otherwise, residents can also
access the information on browndeerwi.org and look for the Overnight Parking Tab.

As a reminder, per the Village Ordinance, overnight parking between the hours of 2AM
and 6AM is restricted to only one hour, without receiving permission. Permission can be
granted for up to five nights per month.
