PLACE OF OCCURANCE:  5900 block of West Brown Deer Road 

 

DETAILS: 

 

On Saturday, February 13, 2016 at approximately 11:20 A.M., a minor property damage crash 

occurred involving the suspect’s vehicle and the victim’s vehicle in the 5900 block of W. Brown 

Deer Road.  Both vehicles involved in the crash pulled into a nearby parking lot.  The suspect 

vehicle had two occupants.  The passenger of the suspect vehicle got out and pointed a gun at the 

victim, demanding the victim’s property and vehicle.  The passenger of the suspect vehicle fled 

the scene in the victim’s vehicle, which is described as a silver 2009 Infiniti G35 4-door with 

passenger side door damage and a Wisconsin license plate of 262GPD.  The driver of the suspect 

vehicle also fled in a grey, seven or eight-year-old Chevy or Pontiac 2-door vehicle.  Both 

vehicles were last observed traveling eastbound on W. Brown Deer Rd.   

 

Suspect #1 (the driver of the suspect vehicle) is described as a Black Male, 20-25 years old, slim 

build, about 6’ tall, 160lbs with a moustache, wearing a short sleeve shirt and a baseball cap on 

backwards. 

 

Suspect #2 (the passenger of the suspect vehicle) is described as a Black Male, 20-25 years old, 

6’1” tall, 170lbs, wearing a jacket and armed with a black semi-automatic handgun.    

 

The victim was not physically harmed in the incident.
