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Code Compliance on Sale or Transfer of Ownership


	Recently the State of Wisconsin passed a law which prohibits local governments from having a code compliance inspection program relating to the purchase and sale of real estate.  All building and property codes remain in full force and effect.  What has changed is that the Village will no longer be doing inspections relative sales, particularly home sales.  
	Because the Village will no longer be doing inspections upon a transfer of ownership, real estate brokers, sellers, and buyers, are all encouraged to take advantage of private inspection services that are often employed by careful buyers to assure that the property they have purchased is up to code.  Such inspections can prevent unforeseen problems of a mechanical, structural, plumbing, or electrical nature being discovered only after the purchase has closed.
